bleeding, pain or itching in the genital area
in adults unusual difficulty in walking or sitting
foreign bodies in genital or rectal openings
infections, unexplained genital discharge, or sexually transmitted
diseases
e pregnancy in a woman who is unable to consent to sexual
intercourse
e the uncharacteristic use of explicit sexual language or significant
changes in sexual behaviour or attitude
incontinence not related to any medical diagnosis
self-harming
poor concentration, withdrawal, sleep disturbance
excessive fear/apprehension of, or withdrawal from, relationships
fear of receiving help with personal care
reluctance to be alone with a particular person
